The Oregon Career Information System is created by the Career Information Service at the 
University of Oregon. Use this database to find information about:  
• Preparing for careers 
• Job duties, working conditions, wages 
and job prospects

• Colleges, universities and career 
schools

How do I get to Oregon Career Information System? 
1. Start at the Multnomah County Library Library web site: www.multcolib.org 
2. Click on Homework Center.  
3. Click on the Databases link. 
4. Click on Careers. 
5. Type in your Multnomah County Library card number (the whole number--without any 

spaces) and PIN. 
 
The database has three major sections (see them in the left column): Occupations & 
Employment, Education & Training, and Exploration Tools. 
 

 
  

 To research a career, click on the Occupations link. Click on the first letter of the 
occupation. Find the occupation in the alphabetical list and click on it. You’ll see an 
overview of the occupation; for information such as job duties, wages, education, etc., click 
on the links to the left. Some occupations even have videos and interviews.

 In the Exploration Tools section, you can complete questionnaires, and the database will 
generate a list of possible careers, schools, and financial aid for you.
